ing model. FICO scores are

your credit rating. They range
from 300-880, where higher

is better.

Statistics show that lower FICO

scores equal higher interest
rates and monthly payments
for houses and cars.

establishing a high score is not

just repair. It's establishing

better credit habits and a
healthier credit history. Addi-
tionally, there are other tech-
niques that can be imple-
mented to build your score.

1. Get a secured credit card.
Secured credit cards work like
pre-paid long distance cards.
You'll pay the credit card
company up front.

2. Pay all current and future
bills on time. Press the re-start
button and make a decision to
be responsible from this point

forward.

3. Be advised against filing for
bankruptcy to repair bad
credit. This process does re-
lieve you of crushing debts,
but the bankruptcy remains on
your credit report for 10
years. Prospective lenders will
definitely hold this against
you.
